 Photos must be mounted on 8 x 10 foam board.  

No frames or mats. 
 Entries may be either color or black and white. 
 Limit of 5 entries per person. 
 Each entry must have the following information on the 

back of the photo:  Photographer’s name, address and 
phone number, category entered, photo title, email, 
and location where photo was taken. 

 A $5.00 entry fee per person (not per photo) is required.

(Fee does not apply to youth contest).
